When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in 
one place. And suddenly there came from heaven a noise like a 
violent rushing wind, and it filled the whole house where they 
were sitting. And there appeared to them tongues as of fire  
distributing themselves, and they rested on each one of them. 
And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak 
with other tongues, as the Spirit was giving them utterance.

Every Christian disciple receives the gift of the Holy Spirit. It is an  
awesome gift that enables us to be strong in times of struggle, to have 
faith in times of doubt, and to speak truth in times of uncertainty. In the 
Gospel of John, Jesus breathed the Holy Spirit into the disciples in the 
upper room. But in Acts the Holy Spirit ñsuddenlyò enters with the force 
of a ñmight wind.ò 
 
 On the Day of Pentecost the Holy Spirit caused a great disturbance in 
Jerusalem and many responded to the witness of the disciples and 
were saved. That same Holy Spirit is still at work in the church in quiet 
ways and rowdy ways. Your witness will save others.
