Financial State of Our Church  ï June, 2010 

 

We are in a time of financial difficulties in our church. We have no financial reserves 

to fall back on. We are meeting many, but by no means all, budget needs. The funds 

we had accumulated in savings in the past have been depleted to cover ongoing       

financial needs. We pursued close to our same budget from last year, hoping things 

would    improve. Now, the Finance Committee is addressing our problems by making         

immediate cuts in any unnecessary spending. We hope that you will support our     

decisions. Any suggestions and help are welcome and any volunteers to do physical 

work are appreciated in efforts to cut costs. 

 

Through May of this year, we have received offerings of $171,160 and our building 

fund offerings of $16,518, for a total of $187,678. Our expenses have been $184,669. 

To help offset immediate financial needs, the Women of the Church donated $2,600 

for new exterior lighting plus $3,400 additional  from Harvest Dinner proceeds.  In 

addition to the above, but not part of our budget, $2,000 was given in aid for Haiti and 

$12,000 was recently raised for our youth program.  We have many members who live 

by ñextravagant generosityò, the ongoing theme from our Annual Conference, or 

ñgiving ourselves awayò to enrich lives of our members and strengthen ministries of 

our church. 

 

Several years ago, we voted on a leap of faith financially to build the new building. 

We reported in January we were near an end in dealing with legal problems with the 

contractor. However, this has even yet to be solved. We have had a number of our 

own church members, headed by two different chairmen of the Board of Trustees,  

earlier Kevin Benedict and now Craig Dunlap, spend untold hours working with legal 

departments and inspectors to resolve this in a satisfactory manner. On a good note, 

90% of the new building is usable. 

 

We have some really, really devoted members working for our church on a regular 

basis. The men and women who spend hours preparing meals and cleaning up        

afterwards for AWE and other activities are a truly devoted group and much to be 

praised. The choir is another group adding hours to their volunteering to provide   

wonderful music for our worship service. Others teach and work with our children to 

not only help raise them in a Christian environment but also provide many enjoyable 

memories as they grow up. No surprise, these people are also the first in line to        

volunteer for a great deal of other jobs in our church throughout the year. In case you 

are waiting for a call to help them or get your child involved, they will cheerfully  

welcome a call from you as a new volunteer. This is OUR church, this is YOUR 

church. We can make it a place we truly enjoy by working togetheréé..
