SUNDAY May 22 
Today in the Lord’s House say a prayer for 
someone who has hurt you deeply. Holding 
hatred in your heart is not the way to live as 
Christ. Pray about it now! 
 
MONDAY May 23 
Are your days full of trouble, darkness,  
despair and loneliness? Don’t give up! Our 
God is always there for you and will lift you 
up and wipe your tears away! Praise His 
Name! 
 
TUESDAY May 24 
Today, thank God for faithful friends. Those 
who will be honest and true and never be-
tray you. God does give us such ones to 
treasure! Thank Him today. 
 
WEDNESDAY May 25 
Do you believe that God has forgiven your 
sins? Good - but have you forgiven yourself 
- that’s the hard thing to do! 
 
THURSDAY May 26 
What shall we pray for today? Maybe a  
better prayer - life ! We need to pray every 
day to let God know that we are listening to 
His word and are trying to obey it! Try it 
now!

FRIDAY May 6

Are you as “Happy as a day in May?” You 
should be!
